* Operation of an aircraft, without proper registration of a Federal Aircraft Certificate with this department is a Class A
misdemeanor punishable by a fine not to exceed $1,000 and/or up to one year in jail. See 620 IL Compiled Statutes.

* Exemptions: Dealer, Interstate Commerce and Government Aircraft Owners and Air Taxi must file with proof of exemption.

* An lllinois aircraft owner who bases out-of-state, but air navigates within lllinois must register with this Division.

* Registration is not transferable from one aircraft to another. Use this form for registering your aircraft. When you sell your
aircraft you must notify this department at the above address by providing the name and address of the new owner.
