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Background: Per Safety Engineering Policy 3-07 dated October 12, 2007, the District shall develop a Permitted Lane Closure Map/List for Significant Routes based on Policy 3-07 "Appendix B and District knowledge" for Short Term (3 days or less) lane closures.  Significant Routes are shown in Appendix B and indicate locations on state maintained routes where lane closures are "expected to cause sustained work zone impacts that are not considered tolerable".
Lane closures on Significant Routes of longer than 3 day duration are subject to an Impact Analysis rather than reliance on the Permitted Lane Closure Map/List, per Policy 3-07. 

Routes and Strategies: District 3's Significant Routes range from 4-lane interstate highways to 4-lane urban arterials to 2-lane urban and rural arterials. In general, Short Term lane closures on any of the routes should be performed at off peak time periods whenever practical. If the work can be done at night and opened up during daytime hours, the District shall restrict the work to 8 PM -6 AM or a lesser window between those hours, unless approved by the Regional Engineer, or unless there is a municipal objection to night work in residential neighborhoods on an arterial route. On interstate routes, if the work requires constant lane closure of at least 24 hours up to 3 days, an optional alternate route for traffic shall be signed prior to commencing the work. 

All applicable short term traffic control standards shall apply. 

Holidays: Unless approved by the Regional Engineer, there shall be no Short Term lane closures on Significant Routes during the following holidays or adjacent weekend days (for example, if a holiday falls on a Friday or Monday, the adjacent Saturday and Sunday is also restricted): New Years Day, Easter weekend, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving (2 days), and Christmas. Holiday dates except Easter are to be defined by IDOT's yearly employee holiday calendar.  Other dates may be restricted due to Interstate specific requirements such as:  I-57 move in weekend for the U of I, I-55 and I-80 during race weekends at the Joliet Speedway.
Public Information Plan: when a Significant Route lane closure is within a municipality, a notice shall be sent to the municipality at least 24 hours in advance of the closure.
