Upon such termination, the ENGINEER shall cause to be delivered to the LA all surveys, permits, 	agreements, preliminary bridge design & hydraulic report, drawings, specifications, partial and completed estimates and 	data, if any from traffic studies and soil survey and subsurface investigations with the understanding that all such 	material becomes the property of the LA.
