•	 Illinois 47: $42 million for additional lanes and reconstruction of 4.2 miles, as well as other improvements, from 

Illinois 71 to Caton Farm Road.
•	 Illinois 126: $27.8 million for reconstruction of 9.2 miles, preliminary engineering, utility adjustments and other 

improvements from Illinois 71 to the Will County line.
