The Department may sell, by public sale, auction, or sealed bids; remove or paint over all unlawful signs which have not been removed or brought into compliance within the thirty day period, or seek a court order to force abatement by the sign owner.
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Please be aware that the Department will seek reimbursement of all costs for removal of unlawful signs pursuant to Section 522.140(d) of the Code.
