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	National Bridge Inspection Standards (NBIS) require that the Initial Inspection for all State-maintained structures be completed and entered into the Illinois Structure Information System (ISIS) within 90 days after opening to traffic (180 days for Local Agency structures).  NBIS also requires that subsequent Routine Inspections be completed at an interval not to exceed 24-months, unless they qualify for an extended 48-month interval.
Department policy requires that the Routine Inspection Interval for new structures with uncommon or unusual designs be initially set to 12-months.  If, after two 12-month Routine Inspections, there are no significant defects or areas of concern, the District or Agency Program Manager may request a waiver of this policy in order to move the Routine Inspection Interval to 24-months.
Complex Bridges are defined as follows:
Suspension Bridges
Cable-Stayed Bridges
Concrete Segmental Bridges
Tied Arch Bridges
Movable (Bascule, Swing, or Lift) Bridges
Waiver statement:

The Initial Inspection and subsequent two (2) Routine Inspections for SN ______ - ______ have been completed.  Inspection findings do not indicate any significant flaws or defects from original construction or from present traffic loadings.
