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INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this report is to compile, in one document,
information on the characteristics and the physical condition of the
various elements of the publicly owned and public use airports
in lllinois as well as data on the actual use of the publicly owned
airports in the state of lllinois. For this report “public use” refers to
both publicly owned and public use airports.
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DISTRIBUTION OF ILLINOIS PUBLIC USE AIRPORTS

These maps show all public use airports in the state of llinois and change as new airports open, existing ones close,
or as they change ownership/function. All airports must be certified by the lllinois Department of Transportation -
Aeronautics.

The lllinois Airport Location Map shows all airports in lllinois that are public use. They are also identified according to
three airport categories Primary, Reliever and General Aviation.

Public Use Airports in Northeastern lllinois and Public Use Airports in Southwestern lllinois are enlargements of the
Chicago area and the St. Louis Metro East area. The length of the longest runway is indicated.

GA stands for General Aviation. GA is civil aviation other than large-scale passenger or freight operations
Commercial Service is an airport that is served by the airlines.

Reliever airports are designated to relieve traffic and congestion from larger commercial airports

lllinois National airports are located in metropolitan areas and have high based jet aircraft and operations to
multiple states or countries

lllinois Regional are located in metropolitan areas and have fewer based jets and aircraft than National Airports
lllinois Local are critical components of the National Airspace System, they are typically located close to
metropolitan areas and have moderate traffic

lllinois Basic provide a means for private GA flying

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AIRPORT ACTIVITY

This section contains a series of tables that displays enplanements, based aircraft and aircraft operations. Table 1 is a
summary of the current activity for each airport, while Tables 2, 3 and 4 illustrate these activities in more detail.

Based aircraft in Table 3 consist of single engine, multi-engine, jet aircraft, helicopters and military aircraft from IDOT
survey of 5010s. Annual operations numbers are from FAA Air Traffic Control Tower counts or Airport 5010s. 2023
Operations are up 0.87% over 2022.

Table 2 is a historical account of air passenger enplanements (boardings) since CY 2009 (15 years). Specifically,
these are revenue passengers boarding air carriers, commuters, charters and air taxis at all lllinois communities having
scheduled service. This data came from the FAA Historical Enplanement Data. CY 23 is up 8.47% over CY 22 but still
8.92% below pre-pandemic levels.

Current based general aviation aircraft is reported in Table 3 by aircraft type. Total based aircraft in the state increased
slightly from 3,644 in 2022 to 3,765 in 2023, an increase of 3.32%. This is the highest amount of based aircratft in lllinois
since 2008. Aircraft type includes single and multi-engine prop, jet, rotorcraft and military.

Cargo weight landed in pounds is shown in Table 4 for ORD, RFD & PIA. This information is from the FAA and is
self-reported from the airports. Total Landed Weight dropped by 8.1% but was still the fifth highest year on record and
generally above pre-pandemic levels. ORD was seventh nationally and RFD was 15th nationally.

Table 5 shows the ownership structures of lllinois publicly owned airports.

Table 6 shows the current airports with Air Traffic Control Towers.

Operation counts in Table 1 comes from the FAA 5010 Data sheets. The Department is seeking to conduct an Aircraft

Operations Study at selected non-towered airports at each airport once every three years if sufficient FAA Discretionary
System Planning Funding can be obtained for this effort.

A total of 52 airlines serve lllinois
airports.

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PHYSICAL CHARACTERISTICS

Table 10 summarizes the runway characteristics at the 77 publicly owned airports in lllinois. A description of each item

is as follows.

O Airport Name — Official name of the airport

O Runway Numeral —This is the runway magnetic heading

O Total Paved Length/Total Turf Length — This is total runway length. Runways having grooved or friction treated
surfaces are shown with either a “G” or “F”

O Runway Width — This is the physical width of the runway

O Runway Lights — Categorized by the degree of light intensity. Generally High Intensity Runway Lights are required

on runways having an Instrument Landing System, Medium Intensity Runway Lights are required on runways
having an instrument procedure which is less than a full ILS, and Low Intensity Runway Lights are to be used on
runways having no planned approach. Centerline lights are indicated by a “CL’ following the runway lighting type.
(O Electronic and Visual Landing Aids — All electronic and visual aids to landing are included here separately for
each approach end. If an approach end has a full ILS, then the individual components are not listed, except that
the specific type of Approach Light System is shown in parenthesis. If an approach end does not have a full ILS,
then any ILS components present are listed. In addition, any aids not normally associated with an ILS are identified.
These include DME, NDB, REIL, VASI and VOR. If no aids are present, the approach end is shown as Visual Flight
Rules.
O ILS — Provides an approach path for exact alignment and descent of an aircraft on final approach to a runway.
Categories are |, Il, and Il with category Ill being the most precise. All ILS systems identified in this report are
Category | unless otherwise noted. An ILS consists of the following electronic components and visual aids:
= LOC/Localizer — The component of the ILS which provides horizontal guidance to the runway. When used on
the reverse side for the opposite runway end it is known as a Localizer Back Course

= GS/Glide Slope — Electronic components that provide vertical guidance to the runway

= OM/Outer Marker — A marker beacon at or near the glide slope intercept altitude of an ILS approach

=  MM/Middle Marker — A marker beacon that defines a point along the glide slope of an ILS normally located at
or near the point of decision height

= ALS/Approach Light System — An airport lighting facility that provides visual guidance to landing aircraft by
radiating light beams in a directional pattern by which the pilot aligns the aircraft with the extended centerline of
the runway on the final approach for landing.

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AIRPORT PAVEMENT MANAGEMENT SYSTEM

The Airport Pavement Management System procedure was developed at the Construction Engineering Research
Laboratory in Champaign. The Department of Transportation instituted this procedure in 1980 and performs the survey
at each public use airport on a three-year cycle through a consultant contract.

Each runway, taxiway and apron is divided into pavement sections possessing of consistent thickness and materials,
and having been constructed at the same time. A sample survey is then performed for each section, the number

of samples being dependent upon the variation of the distresses over the extent of the section. The actual survey
measures the quantity and severity of each distress type, and these measurements are then passed through a
computer program, which determines the Pavement Condition Index based upon these measurements and the
distress type. The PCI scores are values ranging from 0-100. The results of the most recent surveys are presented in
Table 12. These results are shown as line items for each runway but are aggregated for all taxiways and aprons. The
values shown are the percents that each line item is of the individual PCI Scoring Groups.

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SURFACE WEATHER OBSERVATION STATIONS

A surface weather observation station — ASOS/AWOS provides continuous real-time weather reports by gathering,
analyzing and disseminating information from strategically located sensors, 24 hours a day. A complete new weather
report is generated each minute and is available for flight planning via direct-dial telephone or en route by accessing the
broadcast frequency.

In lllinois, there are three types of surface weather observation:
O Automated Weather Observing Systems (AWOS IIl)

O Automated Surface Observing System (ASOS)

O Automated Weather Observing Systems (AWOS AV)

AWOS 1l provides measurements of temperature, dew point, wind speed and direction, altimeter setting, density
altitude, visibility, precipitation, and cloud height and cover.

AWOS AV provides wind speed, wind direction, temperature/relative humidity, pressure and visibility.

ASOS provides all the measurements contained in the AWOS Il plus the type of precipitation and the type of cloud
cover such as fog or haze.

The Surface Weather Observation Stations in lllinois Map shows locations of all AWOS Ill, ASOS, and AWOS AV units
currently on-line. Table 13 is a listing of all on-line stations and indicated the type of system, the telephone number, and
the broadcast frequency.

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AVIATION ECONOMIC IMPACT ANALYSIS

llinois’ aviation system is a vital resource to the state’s economy. lllinois airports serve as a gateway to the state’s
economy by providing passenger and freight cargo services as well as employment opportunities. The aviation system
in lllinois connects the state to national and international communities and economies far beyond its midwestern
borders.

The 2020 lllinois Aviation Economic Impact Analysis was conducted by the lllinois Department of Transportation and
utilizes 2019 data to determine the economic impacts of each airport in the state. Table 14 shows economic impact.

Total on airport and visitor spending totaled over $59.6 billion in 2019, which is up from $50.9 billion in 2015 and is an
approximately 17% increase.

Table 15 shows the total acreage of each airport, along with its longest runway, airport elevation and the total amount of
pavement inspected in FT2. Total pavement inspected from 2020-2023 increased 4.98% over total pavement inspected
from 2019-2022.
